Mr. Hayes called the meeting to order.  After a brief discussion, Mr. Veazey made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Scholes to approve the minutes from the previous meeting held Thursday, February 6, 2014.  The motion carried unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS

H & W Investments Minor Subdivision – Industrial Park Road was presented.  H & W Investments presented a Minor Subdivision Plat for their property located on Industrial Park Road.  The property is the former Emerson Property.  The property owners are dividing 4.13 acres on the northeast portion of the property adjacent to the West Tennessee Credit Bureau.
Included on the minor subdivision plat were: (1) the name and address of record; (2) a vicinity map showing the location and acreage of the subdivision; (3) the existing streets, buildings, water courses, utilities and easements; and (4) the present zoning classification on the land to be subdivided and on the adjoining land for the major subdivision plats in Article V and any other certificates deemed necessary by the Planning Commission.
After a brief discussion, Mr. Griffith made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Scholes to approve the minor subdivision plat.  The motion carried unanimously.

Required Training for Planning Commissioners: MTAS Benchmarking Program was brought before the Board.  City Manager Carl Holder informed the Commission about the City’s participation in a benchmarking program conducted by the Tennessee Municipal Advisory Service (MTAS).  The Program involves twenty cities across the state who submits data regarding various routine City services – Fire, Police, etc.  The data is organized on a comparative basis so Cities may review their performance and costs in relation to other cities.
Seven of the twenty cities population is under 20,000.
