Mr. Hayes called the meeting to order.  With no corrections or comments Mr. Griffith made a motion to approve the minutes from the Thursday, March 14, 2013 Regular Meeting.  Mr. Gerrell seconded the motion which carried unanimously.

Rezoning of Property on Mineral Wells Avenue –     Upon the request of the Planning Commission reviewed a request for rezoning property located on Mineral Wells Avenue, more specifically Map No. 106J, Group B, Parcel 10.01.

Upon a motion by Mr. Griffith, seconded by Mr. Gerrell, the Planning Commission unanimously voted to recommend to the City Commission the rezoning of property on Mineral Wells Avenue.  This property is more specifically Map No. 106J, Group B, Parcel 10.01.  It is recommended that the back portion of the property be zoned the same as the front, B-1.




Site Plan for Ed Phillips Mini Storage on Mockingbird Lane  - The Planning Commission reviewed the submitted Mini Storage Site Plan.  This is the site that was previously submitted for a Gymnastics Center.    Mr. Phillips proposes to construct four storage buildings, each 3,600 sq. ft.

Following considerable discussion Ms. Terrell made a motion, seconded by Mr. Griffith to approve the site plan contingent on the asphalt being included at the rear of the property.



Minor Site Plan for Servall Building Addition – The Planning Commission reviewed a minor site plan submitted by Jerry Lewis of Servall.  Upon a motion by Upon a motion by Mr. Gerrell, seconded by Mr. Griffith the Planning Commission approved a site plan for a 750 sq. ft. addition to the Servall building located on Tyson Avenue.
