Background and Analysis:

In January, 2012 the Planning Commission studied the annexation of the Garland Street area.  At the time the Planning Commission made their recommendations for the Plan of Services.  However, the recommendation for zoning of that area was omitted.  

Attached you will find a map showing the area that was annexed as well as the surrounding zoning designations.


Recommendation:

The property to the east of this area is zoned R-2 High Density.  It is recommended that the R-2-H Designation be extended to this area.

Reqeust for Consideration to Amend Sign Regulations

Background and Analysis:

Attached is a letter from Jeff and LeAnn Foster requesting that the Planning Commission consider the section of the sign ordinance dealing with an SC-1 District with regard to signage.

The Fosters own Eats and Treats that is located in the parking lot of the shopping center directly in front of the Kroger property.  This area is zoned SC-1 which requires only allows one sign on which the businesses must share on the basis of a percentage.

There are currently only three (3) SC-1 designations in the City:

1. Paris Plaza (Kroger)**
2. Memorial Plaza Shopping Center (WalMart)
3. Lakeway Village Shopping Center (Lakeway IGA)

**The separate Kroger sign was in that location prior to this sign ordinance.  Kroger is on a separate parcel, however, it is included in the SC-1 designation.

Below is the portion of the ordinance that prohibits a sign as requested by the Fosters.


C.	On Premises Signs Not Attached.  It is the intent of this ordinance, unless expressed specifically herein, that each business shall be allowed only one (1) on-premises sign not attached to the face of the building.  Individual signs advertising products, goods, or services offered to the public by the occupant of the business, whether such signs are temporary or permanent, are prohibited unless specifically allowed pursuant to the provisions of 11-1303 A.  It is the intent of this section to prohibit the proliferation of signs advertising products, goods, or services offered by the occupant of such business where these signs are located.  The dimensional requirements of on-premises signs not attached to the face of the building shall be as follows: (Ord.#1093,  9/4/08).
1.	In the P-B, B-1 and B-3 district on premises signs not attached to the face of the building having an allowable area of one square foot for each foot of road frontage not to exceed 225 square feet.  Where any property has more than one occupant, permitted area shall be divided in proportion to the ratio of frontage for each establishment.  In the event that one or more occupants are so located so as to not have frontage, the permitted area for signage shall be divided in proportion to the square footage of floor space and outdoor sales occupied by each (Ord. #729, 05/03/90, Ord. # 806, 08/06/92,  Ord.  # 952,  07/06/99).
2.	In the SC-1 district on premises signs not attached to the face of the building shall have an allowable area of one (1) square foot for each foot of road frontage not to exceed one hundred (100) square feet.  Where in the case of shopping centers, malls, or other arrangements which the property for parking or frontage is under common or shared ownership, the center, mall, or grouping of businesses and offices may erect one (1) permanent sign per street frontage containing the center or mall name and the businesses therein.  The size of the center or mall sign shall be one (1) square foot for each foot of road frontage.  The permitted area of signage may be divided in proportion to the square footage of floor space and outdoor sales occupied by each occupant of the premises (Ord. # 806, 08/06/92).
	On premises signs not attached to the face of the building having an allowable area of one square foot for each foot of building width not to exceed 100 square feet.
	Where in the case of shopping centers, malls, or other arrangements in which the property for parking of frontage is under common or shared ownership, the center, mall, or grouping of businesses and offices may erect one permanent sign per street frontage containing the center or mall name and businesses therein.  The size of the center or mall sign shall be one square foot for each foot of road frontage, (Ord. #727, 02/09/90).
3.	The dimensional requirements of on-premises signs not attached to the face of the building in the M-1, M-2, and M-3 District.
	On premises signs having an allowable area of one square foot for each foot of road frontage of each occupant.
