May 8, 2014

The Paris Municipal Regional Planning Commission met in regular session at 6:00 p.m. Thursday, May 8, 2014 in the courtroom of City Hall to consider the following business:

OLD BUSINESS

Mr. Hayes called the meeting to order.  After a brief discussion, Mr. Griffith  made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Gerrell to approve the minutes from the previous meeting held Thursday, April 10, 2014.  The motion carried unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS

Zoning Ordinance Amendments – Chapters 1 through 3 and Chapter 13 (Sign Ordinance) was discussed.  The Planning Commission has in the past discussed the task of overhauling At the Zoning Ordinance.  At the last meeting held Thursday, April 10th, the Commission agreed that we should take the Ordinance one or two chapters at a time.

Included in the agenda were proposed changes and additions to the current ordinance.  The portions that were highlighted either in red, yellow, or shaded are the parts of the zoning ordinance asked to be reviewed.  The print in black is derived from our current ordinance.

After a lengthy discussion, it was decided that the Commission would review the materials presented and discuss at next month’s meeting scheduled for Thursday, June 12th.

It was determined that a committee, made up of individuals from various fields, will review and offer suggestions pertaining to the sign ordinance.  Recommendations for these members will be presented at next month’s meeting.


NEW BUSINESS

St. John Minor Subdivision – Grandview Drive was presented.  A minor subdivision plat for Brad and Thomasina St. John and John and Johnny St. John was brought before the Board.  The plat removes the property line between lots 5, 6, and 7 on Grandview Drive.  A 2.049 acre area from a tract in excess of 5 acres is being combined with the three (3) original lots (5, 6, and 7).  The parcel created will be at total 5.076 acres.

After a brief discussion, Mr. Gerrell made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Griffith to approve the minor subdivision.  The motion carried unanimously.

Adams Estate Minor Subdivision – East Wood Street was brought before the Board.  A minor subdivision plat was submitted by Dixie Robinson, Linda Adams and Wanda Adams or the Mildred Adams Estate for their property located on Est Wood Street.  The front portion of the property operated for many years as s mobile home park.  The presented plat is in 4 lots.

Lots 3 and 4 are landlocked.  However, a note on the plat stated that Lots 3 and 4 will not be legal lots unless they are conveyed to an adjoining property owner that has road frontage.  The division of this property is in anticipation of a land auction scheduled for a later date.  The property in total is 6.11 acres.

After a brief discussion, Mr. Gerrell made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Griffith to approve the minor subdivision.  The motion carried unanimously.

Mike and Regina Cosby Minor Subdivision Plat – North Market Street / Highway 641 North was presented.  A minor subdivision plat was submitted for approval by the Planning Commission.  The property located at 1407 North Market Street.  The Cosby’s property has been impacted by the acquisition of property by the State of Tennessee for improvements to Highway 641 North or North Market Street.  The Cosbys are removing the property line between two (2) lots for a total lot of .74 acres.

After a brief discussion, Mr. Griffith made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Gerrell to approve the minor subdivision plat contingent upon a vicinity map being added.  The motion carried unanimously.

Flex Fitness Site Plan – Spruce Street was submitted by Flex Fitness for a proposed 4,964 sq. ft. facility on Spruce Street directly behind the Casey’s development currently under construction.  The lot is a 1.5 acre tract and is not designated in the 100 year floodplain.

The property is appropriately zoned B-1 General Commercial.  Setbacks and yard requirements were included on the site plan.  To determine parking requirements use has been classified as Retail and Personal Service.  Required for this use would be 4.5 spaces for each 1,000 sq. ft. of usable floor area for a total of 23 spaces.  The Site Plan proposed a total of 32 regular spaces and 2 handicapped spaces.

After a brief discussion, Ms. Terrell made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Griffith to approve the minor subdivision plat contingent upon a vicinity map being added.  The motion carried unanimously.

Tri-Star Energy (Daily’s) Minor Site Plan – 2504 East Wood Street was presented for discussion.  A minor site plan was submitted for Daily Convenience Store located at 2504 East Wood Street.  The space will be used for new restrooms.  The proposed addition is 378 sq. ft. and will be located to the rear of the building or on the north side of the building.  The addition will extend 18 feet from the existing building for an area of 18’ x 21’.  The addition will be constructed on existing concrete therefore drainage will not be affected.

After a brief discussion, Mr. Griffith made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Gerrell to approve the minor subdivision plat contingent upon a vicinity map being added.  The motion carried unanimously.

Rezoning Request for Wyatt Owens – Volunteer Drive was brought before the Board.  Wyatt Owens requested rezoning of his property located on Volunteer Drive the end of Jim Adams Drive and across from Fred’s Dollar Store.  The total acreage of the tract is 36.7 acres.  The area requested to be rezoned runs 643 ft. across the front of the property beginning with the south property line, additionally the request extends approximately 250 ft. from Volunteer Drive.  In total the area requested for rezoning is approximately 3.25 acres.  The property is zoned R-3 and the requested zone is B-1.

After a brief discussion, Mr. Gerrell made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Griffith to approve the rezoning request and refer back to the City Commission for a Public Hearing and Second Reading.  The motion carried unanimously.

Alternative Drainage Plan for CVS Pharmacy – Memorial Drive and Mineral Wells Avenue was discussed.  In acquiring the property for the proposed CVS Pharmacy a drainage easement is required form Lowe’s for the water draining to the City’s retention area.  There are no proposed changes in the flow of water in this area.

Due to the timeframe to obtain approval from the Lowe’s Corporation, CVS requested approval for an alternate route as a last case scenario.  Should a problem arise in obtaining the easement, CVS requested approval by the Planning Commission to submit a plan to route the current drainage flow across the Cervantes (El Vallarta) property.  This will only be requested if they are unable to obtain the easement, however, no problems or issues are anticipated.

Minor Subdivision for Board of Public Utilities

Background and Analysis:

The Paris Board of Public Utilities has submitted a Minor Subdivision plat for a 10.49 acre tract located at Highway 641 North and Old Paris Murray Road (Behind the Hwy 641 Dollar General).    They are proposing to divide the property into two tracts:  Tract 1 is 4.69 acres and Tract 2 is 5.80 acres.


The following must be addressed for a Minor Subdivision Plat:
If any portion of the land being subdivided is subject to flood,  as defined in Article I,  Section D of these regulations the limit of such flood shall be shown.
	The plat shall be clearly and legibly drawn at a suitable scale and shall contain all information normally required in an official survey with a surveyor’s certification plus:

1.  the name and address of owner of record:
City of Paris Board of Public Utilities; 117 E. Washington; Paris, TN and should be noted
      a vicinity map showing the location and acreage of the subdivision:
vicinity map is included on the plat; total area is 10.49 acres as noted  
3.   the existing streets,  buildings,  water courses,  utilities and easements
All included
2.  the present zoning classification,  if any,  on the land to be subdivided 
and on the adjoining land for the major subdivision plats in Article V and any other certificates deemed necessary by the Planning Commission:
The property is zoned B-1 and should be noted.  All certificates are included, three may be omitted that pertain to streets and utilities and acknowledgement of owner’s signature.

Recommendation:
It is recommended that the Minor Subdivision be approved with the Owner Name and Address be added as well as the present zoning classification.  Three of the certificates can be omitted for a Minor Subdivision Plat.

Site Plan for Tanner Farms located on Commerce Street in the Jim Adams Office Park

Background and Analysis:

Tanner Farms has submitted a site plan for an insurance agency office to be located on Commerce Street in the Jim Adams Place Business Park.  More specifically it will be to the (side/rear) of Dr. Selby’s office at the corner of Jim Adams Drive and Commerce.

· They are proposing a 3,573 sq. ft. building on a .709 acre lot with 24 total parking spaces which are adequate. 
· Ingress/Egress is adequate.  
· The lot is less than an acre so there is no requirement for drainage calculations. 
· A 10 ft. storm sewer easement is noted on the north side of the tract.  This was included on the original approved subdivision plat.
· All required information and certifications are included.


Recommendation:
