The Paris Municipal Regional Planning Commission met in regular session at 6:00 p.m. Thursday, July 11, 2013 in the courtroom of City Hall to consider the following business:

Mr. Hayes called the meeting to order.  After a brief discussion, Mr. Griffith made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Gerrell to approve the minutes from the Thursday, June 13, 2013 meeting.  The motion carried unanimously.


812 East Wood Street – Minor Site Plan  - A minor site plan was presented by Debra lemonds for her property at 812 East Wood Street which is located in a T.R.B. District.  The addition will be 12 ft. x 24 ft. to an existing structure and the building will be used as a hair salon.  Upon a motion by Mr. Griffith and a second by Mr. Veazey the site plan was approved unanimously.


1022 Mineral Wells Avenue Site Plan – DT Retail Properties submitted a site plan for a 9,973 sq. ft. building proposed for a Dollar Tree.  The property is located in a B-1 District  and the site plan meets the ordinance requirements.  Upon a motion by Mr. Griffith and a second by Mr. Gerrell the site plan was approved as presented.


Hwy 79S Site Plan – A site plan was presented by Christine and Joe Brewer for a building to be used as a Pet Grooming business.  Upon a motion by Mr. Wimberley, seconded by Mr. Scholes the Site Plan was approved unanimously.


Suburban Propane Minor Subdivision Plat – A plat was submitted for consideration by C.S.X. Railroad for their property currently leased by Suburban Propane located at 665 Spruce Street.  After review  Mr. Gerrell made a motion, seconded by Mr. Griffith to approve the Minor Subdivision Plat contingent on signatures by the current owners.  The motion carried unanimously.


Group Housing/Bed and Breakfast – Upon a motion by Mr. Scholes, seconded by Mr. Gerrell, the Planning Commission unanimously voted to table discussion on this item of business until the August meeting.

Group Housing/Bed and Breakfast

Background and Analysis:

Group Housing:

Staff is requesting that the Planning Commission have a discussion regarding the table of uses with regard to Group Housing.  Currently Group Housing is only allowed in an R-3 District and the B-3 District.  Due to changes in the Fair Housing Act since our Ordinance was created and adopted we must look at whether we are in compliance with the act.

More information with regard to Group Housing has been  provided by  the City Attorney for your review and discussion at the meeting.  

Bed and Breakfast:

Currently bed and breakfasts are not specifically addressed in our Table of Uses.  However, we do have standards for a Bed and Breakfast in the Special Permit Use Section (11.814) of the Zoning Ordinance (provided below).

Staff is requesting the Planning Commission review the Table of Uses to determine the Districts in which a B & B would be allowed as a Special Permit Use.


11-814.	Standards for Bed and Breakfast Inns - The Board of Zoning Appeals may authorize the issuance of a special use permit for a Bed and Breakfast Inn after first holding a public hearing as provided in this section and subject to the following additional standards:
A.	A minimum of one (1) off street parking space, per room to be occupied by guests, shall be provided for in addition to any parking on premises for permanent residents.
B.	The outside appearance of the dwelling unit shall maintain conformance with the general character of the neighborhood in which it is located.
C.	Signs advertising the Bed and Breakfast Inn shall not exceed four (4) square feet in area, shall be non-illuminated and attached flat to the main structure or visible through a window.  The sign may only indicate the name of the occupant and/or the name of the Bed and Breakfast Inn.
D.	No more than three (3) sleeping quarters of the dwelling unit shall be used for lodging in the Bed and Breakfast Inn.  This would not apply to other parts of the dwelling unit which may be incidentally used by guests such as bathrooms, kitchen and living room areas not being used as sleeping quarters by guests.
E.	The permanent residents of the dwelling unit shall establish separate and distinct sleeping quarters from Bed and Breakfast Inn guests.
F.	Proprietors of the Bed and Breakfast Inn shall also be permanent residents of the dwelling in which it is located.  All area and yard requirements of the district must be met.
G.	An accurately drawn plan shall be presented to the Board of Zoning Appeals at least ten (10) days prior to the meeting.  The site plan shall show the location of the principal building, off street automobile parking, relationship to adjoining properties and surrounding land use, existing zoning of the proposed site, any required screening, and any other information as may be required by the Paris Board of Zoning Appeals.
H.	All applicable Federal, State, and Municipal Codes, including municipal fire, building and electrical codes shall be complied with as a condition of approval by the Board of Zoning Appeals.
I.	Lodging of guests at the Bed and Breakfast Inn shall be limited to no more than fourteen (14) days during any one (1) stay.
J.	The Board of Zoning Appeals may also attach other conditions on the use of the structure or site which will be necessary to carry out the intent of the Zoning Ordinance (Ord. #741, 10/04/90).

Site Plan for Allen Properties Self Storage on Fairgrounds Road

Background and Analysis:

This site plan has been submitted by Allen Properties to construct a  30 ft. x 160 ft. building on their existing property at the corner of Fairgrounds Road and Industrial Park Road.  There is currently an existing 60 ft. x 120 ft. commercial building on this property.  Two separate uses on a commercial property are allowed in the Zoning Ordinance.  

The property is zoned P-M (Planned Industrial) and should be noted on the plat.  Setbacks are noted and the current and proposed buildings meet the required setbacks.

Recommendation:

Further review of the plat will be completed prior to the meeting.  A recommendation will be available at the meeting.

Resubmission of Site Plan for Henry County Health Department

Background and Analysis:

A site plan for an addition to the Henry County Health Department was submitted and approved at the January 10, 2013 meeting.  The Ordinance  states that a building permit must be issued within six months of approval of the site plan or approval is revoked.

The site plan is being presented again with no changes from the original plan submitted in January.  


Recommendation:

It is recommended that approval of the site plan be extended for an additional six months.
