August 14, 2014

The Paris Municipal Regional Planning Commission met in regular session at 6:00 p.m. Thursday, August 14, 2014 in the courtroom of City Hall to consider the following business:

OLD BUSINESS

1. Zoning Ordinance Amendments – Chapters 1 through 3 and Chapter 13 (Sign Ordinance)

NEW BUSINESS

1. East Wood Church of Christ Minor Site Plan – 800 East Wood Street
2. Paris Board of Public Utilities Minor Subdivision Plat – Highway 641 and Old Paris-Murray Road

Mr. Hayes called the meeting to order.  After a brief discussion, Mr. Wimberley made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Scholes to approve the minutes from the previous meeting held Thursday, June 12, 2014.  The motion carried unanimously.


OLD BUSINESS

Old Business - Zoning Ordinance Amendments was deferred to the end of the meeting.



NEW BUSINESS

East Wood Street Church of Christ Minor Site Plan was presented.  The East Wood Street Church of Christ submitted a Minor Site Plan to place an 18 ft. x 31 ft. (559 sq. ft.) accessory building at the northwest corner of their existing parking lot.

The only effect the building will have on the existing property would be to eliminate up to three (3) parking spaces.  Drainage will not be affected and the building will meet the required setbacks.  (Accessory buildings in any district are required to be 5 feet from any property line and 5 feet from any other structure.)

After a brief discussion, Mr. Wimberley made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Gerrell to approve the minor site plan.  The motion carried unanimously.

Board of Public Utilities Minor Subdivision Plat was brought before the Board.  A plat for the Board of Public Utilities and Dean Howd was presented and approved at the June Planning Commission meeting.  Included in the agenda also was a revised minor subdivision plat for this property.

The difference in the original plat and the plat before submitted to the Board at the August meeting is a 100 ft. wide strip along the south side of the proposed Howd tract.  This area will now be included in Tract 2 as a utility easement.

The revised plat creates a 3.20 acre tract (BPU / Tract 1) as well as a 7.29 acre tract. (Howd / Tract 2)

After a brief discussion, Mr. Gerrell made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Scholes to approve the revised minor subdivision plat.  The motion carried unanimously.

Paris Realty, LLC and The Kroger Company Minor Subdivision Plat was reviewed.  The Paris Realty, LLC of Westbury, New York and The Kroger Company submitted a Minor Subdivision Plat for a parcel located at 1059 Mineral Wells Avenue.  The plat creates a .861 acre parcel from a 10.497 acre tract.

The new tract will have 179.63 ft. of frontage on Mineral Wells Avenue.

After a brief discussion, Mr. Scholes made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Wimberley to approve the minor subdivision plat contingent upon the owner’s signature being obtained.  The motion carried unanimously.

The Kroger Company Site Plan was presented to the Board.  The Kroger Company submitted a site plan for a Fuel Center located at 1059 Mineral Wells Avenue.  The Fuel Center will be developed on a .861 acre tract in the Paris Shopping Center.  The development proposed 7 fuel islands along with a 159 sq. ft. kiosk to include a cashier’s space and restroom.

The Fuel Center will eliminate 114 parking spaces, however, required parking lots for this shopping center is 324 spaces.  After this development 332 spaces will remain which is adequate.

After a brief discussion, Mr. Gerrell made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Scholes to approve the site plan.  The motion carried unanimously.


Old Business Deferred -

Zoning Ordinance Amendments was brought before the Board for discussion.  At the April 10th meeting the Board was presented with some suggested changes / additions to the Zoning Ordinance beginning with Chapter 1 through Chapter 3.  A sample sign ordinance was also presented.

At the July 10th meeting, it was discussed that we should plan a work session to review the information.  Due to scheduling it was difficult to meet.  The Commission agreed to stay after the regular meeting until 7:00 p.m. to discuss the suggested amendments to the Zoning Ordinance.

Chapter 13 of the Sign Ordinance was discussed.  The following changes were made:

· Under Right of Way, in determining sign placement, 15 feet from the edge of the pavement is allowable.

· Under 11-1302.22. Projections Over Public Ways, Signs projecting over public walkways shall be permitted to do so only subject to the projection and clearance limits either defined herein or, if not so defined, at a minimum height of 8 feet (2438 mm) from grade level to the bottom of the signs.  Signs, architectural projections or sign structures projecting over vehicular access areas must conform to the minimum height clearance limitations imposed by the jurisdiction for such structures.

	It was decided to remove the second sentence.

· Under 11-1302.3 Traffic Visibility, No sign or sign structure shall be erected at the intersection of any street in such a manner as to obstruct free and clear vision, nor at any location where by its position, shape or color it may interfere with or obstruct the view or be confused with any authorized traffic sign, signal or device.

	No changes needed to be made.

· Under 11-132.3 Computation of Frontage, If a premises contains walls facing more than one property line or encompasses property frontage bounded by more than one street or other property usages, the sign area(s) for each building wall or property lien facing a different frontage.  The sign area(s) thus calculated shall be permitted to then be applied to permitted signs place on each separate wall or property line frontage.

	No changes needed to be made.

· Under 11-1302.4 Animation and Changeable Messages, Animated or electronic reader board signs, except as prohibited in Section 11-1304, shall be permitted for all signs which shall conform to the following:
1. Non-flashing mode, with electronic changeable copy displaying only on-premises messages or public service messages.
2. No more than one (1) electronic message board per business.
3. A display shall not include flashing or rotating lights or portray motion, except for movement of a graphic onto or off of the signboard.

	Remove portray motion from Number 3

· Under 11-1302.5 Obsolete Sign Copy, Any sign copy that no longer advertises or identifies a use conducted on the property on which said sign is erected must have the sign copy covered or removed within 30 days after written notification from the code official; and upon failure to comply with such notice, the code official is hereby authorized to cause removal of such sign copy, and any expense incident thereto shall be paid by the owner of the building, structure or ground on which the sign is located.

Remove 11-1302.5 entirely.

Background and Analysis:

First Methodist Church has submitted a Minor Site Plan for a proposed accessory building to be located in their parking lot that is located between South Poplar Street and Market Street.  

· The proposed building is 10’ x 16’ (160 sq. ft.).  
· The building will be located 2 ft. from the west property line and 8 ft. from the north property line.  There are no setback requirements in the B-2 District.
· There are no minimum parking requirements in the B-2 District.
· The proposed building will have no effect on drainage.
· The site plan contains the required information.

Chris Pitts Mini Storage Phase 3 Site Plan

Background and Analysis:

Chris Pitts is submitting a Site Plan for Phase 3 of his Mini Storage development located on Highway 641 South.  The following points should be noted:

The development is located in an M-1 Industrial District.
Setbacks are noted and adequate.
The existing traffic pattern will be maintained and the proposed 25 ft. travel lanes are adequate.
No changes are proposed in the ingress or egress.
The proposed building is 50 ft. x 150 ft.  or 7,500 sq. ft.
The finished floor elevation is slightly lower than the two existing buildings at 409.5.
A portion of the property is located in the floodplain as noted on the plat.
A detention basin is proposed based on the 100 yr. flood calculations.


Recommendation:

It is recommended the plat be approved as presented.
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
